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Maggots Infestation of Vulva- A Case Report

The patient Kamla Bai resident of village 
Rampura of Dist. Datia M.P. was admitted on 25.9.97. 
She complained of pain and swelling in her genitals, more 
so on right side for the last ten days. She also complained 
of severe itching and worms crawling around her 
genitals. She had noticed a few worms in her clothes also. 
She had fever with chills and rigors for last five days. She 
was married one year back, her menstrual cycle was 
regular and she did not have any issue so far. 

To start with she had a fall and sustained 
superficial injuries in her genitals on right side. As was 
the custom in her locality she used to go to fields in the 
open for defaecation. The injury on the right of her genitals · 
gradually became swollen up and very painful. She also 
noticed some worms moving around her genitals and felt 
intense itching and pain. On admission the temperature 
was 102 deg. F, Pulse 120 p/m, B.P 120/70mm of Hg. 
Systemic examination did not reveal any significant 
finding . Local examination showed a multinodular 
swelling on right of vulva with signs of acute 
inflammation. There were multiple pin hole openings with 
seropurulent discharge and yellow flakes deposited on 
the openings. Many maggots (5 to 7) were moving on the 
affected area. The adjoining photograph shows the 
infected area along with collected maggots. The site was 
initially cleaned with savlon lotion and betadine. Later 
on the openings were washed with chloroform water and 
turpentine oil was applied to anaesthetize the maggots 
and to make their removal easy. For associated secondary 
infection she was given I.V. Ciprofloxacin lOOml 12 
hourly and LV metronidazole lOOmiS hourly. She was 
given symptomatic treatment for pain and fever.

A housefly lays 150-200 eggs at a time. The eggs 
turn into larva and pupa commonly known as maggots 
in 3 to 15 hours- earlier in hot countries. Maggots arc 
white worm like creatures which are voracious eaters and 
resent light. The cycle is completed in 7 days and hence 
the treatment was continued for 10 days though it took a 
little longer to control the local infection and complete 
wound healing. At the time of discharge she was 
explained 'the cause of her disease and the importance of 
proper hygiene. 
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
