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Unusual Presentation of Inguinal Hernia

Inguinal Hernja either of direct or indirect variety 
is very rare in female. Herniation of uterus with 
appendages is also very rare. We came across an 
interesting case of 35 year old female with herniation of 
uterus with appendages in right side. 

Patient Mrs. X aged 35 years, multipara was 
admitted lo a peripheral Hospitial with pain in right 
inguinal region with a swelling for 3 days. She had such 
type of complaint for lasl4 years as the swelling reduces 
with local manipulation & ana lgesics the patient was 
not worried because of this. 

On examination she had average body built, no 
rise of temp. Hb%- 10.8gram. %. LMPwas 10days back. 
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Her cycle was regular. The swelling size was 2"x2". On 
the right inguinal region, the swelling was lender & non 
reducible. 

The patient was kept under conservative 
treatment for operation on the next day . On opening the 
sac it was found the uterus a long with the appendages 
was present in the sac. The herniated n1ass was healthy 
& of normal size, it was reduced to abdomen & the hernia 
repa ired in usual way. The post operative period wa;, 
uneventful & the patient was discharged on 6'h day. 

As it is a rural hospital photograph allhe lime of 
operation could not be taken.
